	A. COURSE DESCRIPTION 

This course examines the basic structure of real numbers, algebraic expressions, and functions. The topics studied are linear equations, inequalities, functions and systems, quadratic equations and functions, polynomial expressions, data analysis, probability, and the elementary properties of functions. Mathematical modeling of real-life problems and problem solving are major themes of the course. Successful completion of the course provides 5 units of math credit for graduation. 

B. METHOD OF INSTRUCTION 

This is a discussion, cooperative learning (groups), discourse, and student presentations based course. 

This course will involve group work, along with independent work, and will strive to make each student a better “problem solver.”  Objective and topic-related problem quizzes given daily, an in-class test on every chapter we cover plus performance based test, and a comprehensive final exam.

Classwork
Classwork will be assessed using a variety of methods, including homework, quizzes, daily check off, grading of selected problems and work turned in.  Assignments will be graded mostly on quality and effort, but correctness will carry a component of the grade.  Work must be shown in a neat and organized fashion.  Work on a problem needs to show enough of the original problem so that it is not necessary to refer back to the book to determine what is being asked.  There needs to be at least one full space between problems.  When a problem is simple, the original problem must be included with the answer.  A list of answers will not receive any credit.

Chapter Tests:
There will be in-class Chapter Test on every Unit/Objective we will cover. Tests will relate to current and previous topics. 
QUIZZES:
There will be many problem-type and other quizzes (probably one almost every hour). Quizzes will relate to current and previous topics. A quiz may be given at any time during any class period -- immediately after a lecture, at the beginning or the end of a class, etc. There will be no make-up quizzes!!.
FINAL EXAM:
The final exam will be comprehensive. It will be given at the time shown at the end of the schedule that follows. 

GENERAL:
Class starts immediately with the bell.  All students receive 1 restroom passes for the day.  Each additional pass will require tardy. Your recorded grades will be available for your review at any convenient time. Do remember to keep all homework, quizzes, and tests returned to you so that any discrepancies can be easily and fairly straightened out. Except in cases of actual error, final grades are permanent.   

E. CLASSROOM RULES OF CONDUCT 

            1. Be on TIME and Ready to LEARN. (When the bell rings, all students must be in their seats and prepared to learn)

            2. During class time, you are expected to pay attention. (When I’m talking, you listen.)
            3. Use appropriate language. Do not write on desks, chairs or walls.

            5. No Cells Phones, iPods, MP3, CD Players, or any other electronic device.
